FLOOD INFORMATION:

PART 2
(Continued from July/August 2009 Issue)

FLOODPLAIN PERMIT
REQUIREMENTS

All development within the 100-year
floodplain is required to undergo a formal
review by the Engineering Department.
Approval by the department must be
granted prior to doing any work. This
includes not just building construction, but
also filling, excavation, fences, etc. Please
contact the Engineering Department at
847/317.2490 to receive all the information
you will need in order to properly develop
in the floodplain.

SUBSTANTIAL IMPROVEMENT

The National Flood Insurance Program
(NFIP) requires that if the cost of improve-
ments or the cost to repair damages (from
any cause) to a building in a floodplain
exceeds 50% of the market value of the
building (excluding land value), the entire
building must be brought up to current
floodplain management standards.
Building improvement projects include
exterior/interior remodeling, rehabilitation,
additions, and repair/reconstruction
projects. Additionally, the cost of currently
planned improvements will be added to the
cost of previously made improvements and
compared to the existing market value to
determine if the improvements exceed 50%
of the structure’s value.

FLOOD INSURANCE

Most homeowner’s insurance policies do
not cover flood damage. Flood insurance is
only available to those communities
participating in the NFIP. Because of
Deerfield’s current floodplain management
programs, the Village is part of the NFIP
and thus, residents are able to obtain flood
insurance. Additionally, because the
Village participates in the Federal
Emergency Management Association’s
(FEMA) voluntary Community Rating
System (CRS) program, flood insurance
premiums are discounted.

Be sure to check your policy to ensure
you have adequate coverage. Usually these

policies cover the building structure, but
not the contents. However, this coverage
can also be obtained upon request. There
is a 30-day waiting period before coverage
becomes effective. Plan ahead; do not wait
until a flood is predicted before purchas-
ing flood insurance. If you are building
inside the floodplain, the purchase of flood
insurance is mandatory if using a federally
regulated/insured bank for a loan.

FALL LEAF COLLECTION

The Village’s annual leaf
collection program
provides residents with an
alternative for disposal of

7

their autumn leaves. Resi-
dents who do not mulch or bag their leaves
may simply rake leaves to the curb or carriage
walk line the night before their scheduled
pickup. Beginning the week of October 26

and continuing through November 19, Public

Works Department crews will make one pass
by each house in the Village every week dur-
ing the 4-week program. Please inform your
landscaper of these provisions.

Here are some reminders for leaf pickup:
« Do not park on the street the day of your
pickup.
« Do not rake grass clippings, sticks, rocks,
branches or mud to the curb with your
leaves.

« Try to put leaves out each week, if possible.

Inclement weather may delay pickups, but
crews will make at least four trips through

your neighborhood.

« 2009 Bridge Work Complete:

The 2009 Bridge Rehabilitation Project was
completed on July 31,2009 by Herlihy
Mid-Continent Company. The newly
constructed bridges (Wilmot and Hazel)
have been built according to the IDOT and
American Association of State Highway
and Transportation Officials (AASHTO)
requirements. The project was 80% funded
by the Federal Highway Administration
through the Highway Bridge Rehabilitation
and Reconstruction Program (HBRRP).
Through the HBRRP, the Village is also
preparing to reconstruct/rehabilitate two
additional bridges in 2011 (Central Ave. &
Juniper Court).

« Wilmot Road South:

To attain ARRA stimulus funds, construc-
tion will begin in September. For construc-
tion and public safety purposes, Wilmot
Road will be closed to southbound traffic to
facilitate the work. A detour route has been
established and will be in place as the work
commences. Wilmot School will be acces-
sible from Wilmot Road for northbound
traffic only but will have full access from
Deerfield Road. A map of the detour can be
viewed on www.deerfield.ilus.

CITIZENS POLICE ACADEMY

The Deerfield Police Department is
sponsoring a Citizens Police Academy
beginning September 16,2009. The
program runs for 12 weeks. Classes meet
on Wednesday nights from 7:00 p.m. - 9:00
p-m. The classes are limited to 12 partici-
pants who must be at least18 years old, a
Deerfield resident (or work in the Village)
and have no felony convictions.

Most classes will be held at the Deerfield
Police Department, 850 Waukegan Road,
but some classes may also be held at an
alternate location, depending on the
subject matter. Each two-hour Academy
session covers a variety of subjects ranging
from basic law enforcement and its role in
the community to discussions and
demonstrations with other specialized units
within the Deerfield Police Department
including: SWAT, Mobile Field Force,
Gangs and Drug Suppression, K-9, Traffic,
Crime Prevention, and Youth and Social
Services. Academy students will also
participate in a citizen ride-along with a
patrol officer.

To apply to participate in the Citizens
Police Academy, download an application
from the Village website at www.deerfield.

Graduates become
partners with us in identifying problems
and solutions to quality of life issues that
face our community and are able to take
their knowledge back to neighborhoods,
where they can inform other community

THE DANGERS OF AIRSOFT
GUNS

Nationwide, law enforcement officers are
having a growing number of tense encoun-
ters with young people who have AirSoft
guns, as these “toys” look like real firearms.

AirSoft guns are made of metal and plastic
to look exactly like real handguns, rifles
and assault weapons. They are spring,
electric or gas operated and fire round
plastic pellets. The replica guns often have
a small orange marking around the tip of
the gun barrel, but this often wears off, is
removed or covered.

The replica weapons are difficult to tell
from real guns at dusk, in the dark or
during suspected crimes. Parents and
others should be aware of the dangers of
the look-alike guns, because law enforce-
ment might respond as if these are real
weapons. According to Village Ordinance
0-88-69, AirSoft guns are not allowed

in Deerfield. The Ordinance states, “No
person shall have in his possession, carry
... a shotgun or rifle which may be used for
the explosion of bullets and cartridges or
any air gun, BB guns, gas operated gun or
spring operated gun..”

AirSoft was originally designed as a toy, but
it later gained popularity as a training tool
for law enforcement live fire training. -

PARENTS WHO HOST LOSE
THE MOST

The Deerfield Police Department would
like to remind parents of the legal rami-
fications of hosting parties for underage
children. State law and local ordinance
prohibit the consumption of alcohol by a
minor, and parents that host parties will be
subject to prosecution to the full extent of
the law.

With the school year upon us and reunions
and homecoming events on the horizon, it
is important that parents keep an open and
active line of communication with their

children about the hazards of drinking and
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driving and be vigilant in knowing their
child’s whereabouts.

Events in past years have shone a spotlight
on the dangers of underage drinking, a
hazard that can be effectively remedied by
parental prevention that starts at home.
Parents Who Host Lose the Most is a local
campaign to remind parents of the legal
ramifications of hosting parties and the
harm it can cause families.

WHAT PARENTS SHOULD KNOW:
« As a parent, you cannot give alcohol
to your teen’s friends under the age of 21
even in your own home or with their
parent’s permission.
« You cannot knowingly allow a person
under 21 to remain in your home or on
your property while consuming or
possessing alcohol.

IF YOU BREAK THE LAW:
« You face a sentence of 365 days in jail, a
$2,500 fine and two years probation.
« Civil action may be taken against you
if you give alcohol to anyone under 21
and they, in turn, damage property, hurt
themselves or hurt someone else.

THINGS YOU CAN DO AS A PARENT:
« Refuse to supply alcohol to anyone
under 21.

« Be at home when your teen has a party.
« Make sure that alcohol is not brought
into your home or property by your
teen’s friends.

o Talk to other parents about not
providing alcohol at other events your
child will be attending.

« Report underage drinking to the
Deerfield Police Department (you can
report anonymously).

The Wastewater Reclamation Facility (WRF)
replacement project design is being prepared
for Plan Commission review. The WRF’s
components and new layout (all in the same
area as the current WRF on Hackberry Road)
are being finalized over the next few months.
The Village’s engineering advisor, Strand
Associates, is including recommendations for
