Calls for Service

“Calls for Service” is a term used by police to de-
scribe the activity generated by crime complaints,
requests for service, and other police workload
which cannot be categorized as either (A) inspec-
tional service; (B) routine patrol activity; (C) ad-
ministrative activity; (D) time out of service, such
as meals, or (E) workload generated directly by the
police officer, such as traffic or parking citations.
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Calls for Service relate to almost every facet of the
police operation. They include the investigation of
miscellaneous complaints, the investigation of
traffic collisions, the preliminary investigation of
crimes, and a myriad of other services provided to
the general public.

From January 1, 2020 until June 30, 2020, the de-
partment received a total of 5,807 calls for service
that received incident numbers. These calls in-
clude 911 calls, traffic stops, and other public ser-
vice requests.

Index Crimes are used to indicate the amount and
extent of serious crimes in a given jurisdiction as
defined by the International Association of Chiefs
of Police Committee on Uniform Crime Reports.
Index Crimes include the following “Violent
Crimes”: murder, non-negligent manslaughter,
ageravated criminal sexual assault, robbery, aggra-
vated battery and aggravated assault. Also includ-
ed are the following “Property Crimes”: burglary,
theft, larceny, motor vehicle theft and arson.

The Crime Index is the total number of Index Of-
fenses occurring within a given jurisdiction during
a specified period of time. In the first half of 2020,
Deerfield’s Crime Index was 75. This is an in-
crease from the previous year when the Crime In-
dex was 56 during the same time period.

As set forth in the Illinois Uniform Crime Report-
ing Program, the categories founds in the chart
below include the following offenses:

Murder includes First Degree Murder and second
Degree Murder.

Criminal Sexual Assault includes Criminal Sexual
Assault, Aggravated Criminal Sexual Assault,

Forcible Sodomy and Criminal Sexual Assault
with an Object.

Robbery includes Armed Robbery, Robbery, Ve-
hicular Hijacking and Aggravated Vehicular Hi-
jacking.

Aggravated Assault/Battery includes Aggravated
Battery, Heinous Battery, Aggravated Battery of a
Child, Ritual Mutilation, Aggravated Battery of a
Senior Citizen, Attempted First Degree Murder
and Attempted Second Degree Murder.

Burglary includes Commercial Burglary, Residen-
tial Burglary and Home Invasion.

Theft includes Theft from Motor Vehicle, of Mo-
tor Vehicle Parts or Accessories, Burglary from
Motor Vehicle, of Motor Vehicle Parts or Acces-
sories, Theft Over $300, Theft $300 and Under,
Retail Theft, Delivery Container Theft, Pocket-
Picking, Purse Snatching, Theft from Building and
Theft from Coin Operated Machine or Device.

Motor Vehicle Theft includes only Motor Vehicle
Thefts.

Arson includes Arson and Aggravated Arson.
